(Canada has had its own art
since before the Seven Years
War began in 1756, but it is
only now receiving full re-
cognition in the United States
Edward Lawson, assistant
curator of the Montreal Mu-
seum of Fine Arts, said yes-
terday.

Mr. Lawson, addressing an
open meeting of the Herman
Abramowitz Chapter of Ha-
dassah, confessed he had
known little of Canadian art
before assuming his position
in 1962.

“T was appalled when 1
came here that I knew so
little about Canadian art—an
art with a vigor and a life
that I've never seen before.
We here and in the United
States should know each
other’s art and I think the
situation is being alleviated
now.” he said, referring. to
the number of Canadian ar-
tists currently having exhibi-
tions in the United States, and
of the excellent of Canadian
art magazines.

“1t’s important we should
each promote the art. of our
country and parzticularly of
our region, but it’s also im-
portant that we know more of
each other’s art.”

Mr. Lawson, formerly assis
ant curator of the medieval

The
group, for the past six years,
has held an art auction, giv-
ing Canadian artists exposure
while raising funds for. its
projects.

A PAINTING: of Christ on the
X Cross has for the last few -
weeks been the focus of atfen-
tion in one of the most exfra-
ordinary trials in the history of
South Africa. The artist, 30-

year-old Harold Rubin, is
charged with blasphemy.
The State alleges that the

painting, which Mr. Rubin ex-
hibited publicly, depicts Christ
as naked with the head of an
animal or monster. It is also
held to be blasphemous because
it bears the caption, “I forgive
You, O Lord, You know not what

You do.”

Above Christ’s head are gaudy
Christmas hats which, Rubin
maintains symbolize the com-
mercial, selfish attitude most
South Africans have towards
Christmas.

The religious aspect of the

According to critics the
authoritarian government of Dr.

Canadéans as a general rule
appear so engrossed with the
present and the future that
they pay little attention to
the arts, artifacts and art his-
tory of the past, particularly
of ancient classical Asian,
Mesopotamian, African, Eur-
opean and other scientifically
acknowledged past eiviliza-
tions. Yet a certain amount of
such knowledge is essential to
any well-rounded education.

Montreal is fortunate indeed
to have at its citizens’ disposal
the famous collection of the
late Mr. Cleveland Morgan

One of the most important
are objects in his delightful
Petit Musee today is the beau-
tiful old reliquary reproduced
on this page. Solidly made of
metal, the reliquary is em-
bellished in vivid green, blue,
gold and Venetian red champ-
leve enamel. It depicts the
assassination in Canterbury
cathedral of Thomas a’Becket.
Becket was murdered by cer-
tain English knights who
hoped to please Henry II, who
originally had made Becket
Archbishop of Canterbury. It
has heen written that when

image portraying an ancient
Egyptian king. The statuette
is formed of turquoise-blue
glazed Egyptian fiaence.

Also noted were ‘‘tear
bottles” of ancient Roman
times, used to contain a war-
rior’s wife’s tears during her
husband’s absence and to be
ceremoniously presented to
him upon his victorious re-
turn.

Mr. Klein showed me a gor-
geously painted small 16th
century Russian icon, of the
Novgorod school. Painted on
wood, the icon has been

and other generous donors to
the Monfreal Museum of Fine
Arts. Few Montrealers realize
however, the artistic dnd his-
torical treasures of antiquity
awaiting their attention at
Max Klein's Petit Musee, 1486
Sherbrooke St. W, There they
will find literally thousands of
fabulous ancient objects rang-
ing from cuniform tablets of
the Babylonian — Assyrian
era — 3000 B.C. — to those
of more recent days.

The atmosphere of 'the Little
Museum is warm and friend-
ly. The owner, Mr. Klein —
who came to Canada some
years ago with many of his
valuable collections direect
from Austria — never appears
to- tire of showing his trea-
sures to those interested and
of recounting the history of
each individual item.

Henry (the King) heard of
the dreadful deed, ‘his terror
and remorse were most gen-
uine.” The religuary (9%’ x
4” "x 91%’") although at least
six hundred years old remains
in a remarkable state cf pre-
servation.

Other items noted particu-
larly include a bronze dagger
found in Ur of Caldea, dated
approximately 1000 B.C.:
Etruscan stone reliefs (700
B.C.); Grecian oil lamps in
bronze bearing the subtle
patina of centuries; a collec-
tion of solid silver and copper
coins from Illyria (400 B.C.),
each bearing an exquisitely
sculptured design, such as
that of a youth astride on a
dolphin, while a sea-bird
hovers in the background; a
small Egyptian “Ushabti”’, or

framed ' dramatically in gold |
and rosy velvet. !

Among other ecclesiastical |
art-items is displayed an early
Byzantine' oil-lamp bearing the |
design of a- cross. The lamp
was unearthed on Jerusalem’s |
Mount of Olives. Also on view '
are several 16th century parch- |
ment scrolls. A manuscript |
from Mr. Klein’s collection, |
cdated 310 A.D. is at present
heing studied by experts at |
MecGill University. f

Several show-cases at Petit
Musee are crammed with var-
ious types of antique jewelry.
Others display carvings in
jade, ivory, rose quartz, amy-
thest and lapis lazuli as well
as elegant examples of clois-
sonne.

Also to be seen and studied
are pistols and suits of armor,
and even a coat of chain-mail
once worn by a 14th century
English Crusader.

Visit the Petit Musee when
vou have plenty of time, for
time passes both pleasantly
and too fast in Max Klein’s
fascinating Little Museum,

couraged the younger man to create his
smaller but no less fine collection of Japanese
wares.

Mr Morgan’s ecarly
which had to be abandoned professionally
when, having already lost the use of one eye
when he was seven years old, the sight of his
good eye was threatened by his microscopic
work, were unquestionably a factor in the
development of his aesthetic discernment.
The scientific necessity of recognizing subtle

scientific interests,

differences between species was reflected in
his collecting, for example, the finest nuan-
ces of variety in his superb group of tea jars
or perhaps even more in his group of pale
blue Sung glazes. As was evident to anyone
who had enjoyed his collection with him,
the variations of touch which are essential
to the true connoisseur of ceramics were en-
joyed by Mr Morgan as fully as those per-
ceived by the eye.

Patience combined with the search for per-
fection was an essential element in Mr Mor-
gan’s tharacter. As on the one hand he could
wait a number of years to find out if an iris
he had created was in fact successful, so on
the other hand the enthusiasm of discovery,
which every collector must feel even if he
may not express it, never marred the serenity
of his judgment. Constantly in his travels or
as he walked daily on Sherbrooke Street he

was searching for quality. Even within a few
days of his death the discovery of an oppor-
tunity to acquire an object which would sig-
nificantly enrich the Museum’s collection
was firmly and instantancously acted upon
by him.

To assess all the
evident in the Morgan collection one must,
to get a true picture, take into account all of
the purchases of the Montreal Museum of
Fine Arts in the years following his initially
joining its Council in 1916. With a few ex-

ceptions among the paintings, he was involv-
ed in the acquisition of every object pur-
chased by the museum. This was an impor-
tant extension of his collecting personality

could not house or which he would not wish
to own in spite of the piece’s quality became
part of his experience through his associa-
tion with the museum. Thus, for example
he was able to appreciate fully and to re-
commend enthusiastically the purchase of
an unusually rococo Georgian cake basket
or an early Riopelle composition without
having the least desire to own either one.
Quality with sometimes an element of
curiosity was the key-note of his private col-
lection. certain
areas, notably China, Japan. and Persia were
probably the most significant part of the
collection: interestingly enough he owned

arts he favoured Japanese prints, Persian




he recent gift by his family of the re-

maining part of Mr F. Cleveland Mor-
gan’s private collection to the Montreal Mu-
seum of Fine Arts rounds out one of the
most spccluc(xf;tr gifts ever made to a Cana-
dian art museum. During his life-time Mr
Morgan presented more than six hundred
objects to the Museum; this recent gift of
450 objects makes a group which is certain-
ly impressive in numbers but, more impor-
tant, as the illustrations here suggest, asto-
nishing for its variety and for its high stand-
ards of taste.

By policy Mr Morgan did not collect Eu-
ropean paintings. While his earliest impor-
tant work of art was in fact a landscape by
Richard Wilson which he purchased while
he was a student at Trinity College, Cam-
bridge, thereafter, with the exception of his
fine Annunciation by the fifteenth century
Spaniard Bernardo Martorell, which was ac-
quired by chance rather than by intent, he
avoided this area in his personal collecting,
although he always sought fine paintings for
the Museum. His recognition of the fact
that masterpieces of the decorative arts may
be acquired for a fraction of the figure ne-
cessary to purchase a comparably fine old
master decided the direction of his collect-
ing interests.

After finishing his European education he
returned to Montreal in the summer of 1903
to earn an M.A. in zoology from McGill. He
then entered the family business. The most
significant local stimulus to his already con-
siderable aesthetic perception was his friend-
ship with Sir William Van Horne, Mon-
trcal’s other great connoisseur. During the
following 12 years they discussed and stu-
died together Sir William’s extraordinary
collections; their mutual interest in Japanese
pottery — Mr Morgan made water colour
studies of tea jars with Sir William — en-

received a bounty from the province of a
cent a piece, duly paid on submission. North
of town, before the irrigated farms began,
there was a long stretch of the virgin grass
of the high plains, still untouched by plow.
There we searched for wild flowers, the
vellow buffalo-bean, the red mallow, the
milk vetch and the low sticky blossoms of
the cactus, but mostly we bicycled past the
slag heaps of the coal mines to an isolated
spot above the river. Here a broad view
opened out ahead of us and here we could
sit and watch the sun casting piebald shad-
ows, ten miles away, across the sloping
wheat fields of Picture Butte. Any slight in-
cline that never conceivably would be notic-
ed in other lands, was, in Alberta and Sas-
katchewan. called a butte. Hence, Pilot Butte
near Regina and our own Picture Butte.
But let no one laugh at these pretentious
names, for, to the pioneers, they spelled out
a beauty that could always be found if one
looked for it on the prairies. This is especi-
ally noticeable in the spring. Then, any up-
ward movement in the large fields of plough-
ed land or stubble gives the eye a base upon
which to compose vast designs formed by the
cumulus clouds above and the cross-check-
ed immensity of the farms beneath. Let there
then also be a storage shed or a barn on the
line of the horizon and you will have added
to the impact of the scene an awesome re-
alization of Lilliputian humanity invested by
the eternity of space.

During autumn harvestings, there was an
even greater glory. Then the reaped grain,
bound and stooked by hand, stood in order-
ly rows, following one upon the other in the
distance to apparent infinity. But in the past
two decades the mechanical combines have
taken over completely. Today only in remote
marginal areas, where hill and woodland
break the plains, does the farmer still labo-
riously stack sheaves in this way. Like that
earlier North American wonder, the flocks
of passenger pigeons that, before their ex-
tinction, in their millions made colourful the
forest of pioneer Ontario, so the myriad
golden stooks that covered the western prai-
ries in autumn are becoming an obscure
history, recollected only in books of reminis-
cence. So immense was the depth in vision
of these thousand upon thousand of serried
lines of upraised wheat sheaves, quarter
section of land adding itself upon quarter
section until the square miles of rich pattern
finally faded into the horizon, that no man
with a camera or artist with a brush ever
managed, when the chance still offered, to
record with proper aesthetic force, those ex-
traordinary scenes in their unlimited pers-
pectives. So reality fades and gives place to
legend.

I yes, after concentrating on such vistas
of unending space, sought relaxation at

other times in the more confined and domes-
tic details of the small prairic homes and
gardens. The smallest objects then sprang
into vividness. The sight of the first robin of
spring on the grass or perched on a ridge
pole would be a joy to be talked about all
day. When we were very young, we used,
on the more windy afternoons, to take shel-
ter in play on the patches of green lawns
protected behind caragana or wild goose-
berry hedges with which every home was
then surrounded. Whatever trees there were
had been planted by our fathers and were
still unimpressive dwarfs, struggling against
drought and frost, so we looked, not upwards
at them, but downwards at the grass.
Through the cool green blades that brushed
our childish foreheads as we pressed our
eyes to the earth, we could then, with the
lore of fairy tales still fresh in kinder-
garten minds, perceive long shadowy lanes
that were imagined forests or, when marred
by dandelions, tropical jungles. The marvels
of these sights we compared, half-laughing-
ly, half-seriously, cne with the other. We
were all artists then had we only known it.
But most of those children who once so
wonderingly described a world of fantasy in
a prairie lawn, measuring at most a few
square yards between hedge and house steps,
later passed inexorably through the routine
of schooling and emerged in the process as
capable bakers ana mechanics, accountants,
grocers, lawyers and engineers, who now cut
this self-same grass on Saturday mornings
with noisy power mowers.

Such was childhood in an environment
almost free of the traditions of the past. There
were no haunted houses here, no overgrown
withered orchards in forgotten woodland
clearings, no deserted log cabins with gap-
ing holes for windows, no stone grist mills
with disused water-wheels on willow-choked
streams. These aspects of boyhood, so com-
mon to many of those born in eastern Ca-
nada, we only knew of through the context
of fireside stories told to us by visiting grand-
fathers. However, more travelled than most
of my companiors I had, while still quite
young, visited rural Ontario and from these
experiences I brought back cherished me-
mories of horse-chestnut trees in bloom and
of picnics in woodlots where strange plants
like spearmint and ginger-root grew, mem-
ories too, of great white or red barns be-
hind houses with formidable lightning rods,
of stables there still lurked,
mouldering and with paint peeling, ancient
sleighs and buggies.

On the prairies, it had been difficult to
realize that the past had been linked to the
present but now as I visited, with great-un-
cles and great-aunts, small village churches
with wood-framed Gothic windows fitted
into rough stone walls, I discovered my an-

also where

cestors, whose graves lay outside under the

-

elms and whose names, Bannister, Freeman,
Pendrie, Buchanan, could be read in carv-
ings on stone. So, added to the spacious but
far from traditional images of the prairies,
the visual and emotional heritage of my
eastern Canadian forefathers slowly became
mine also — slowly, because the immediate
past of Ontario was at first strange and hard
to assimilate. The nineteenth-century brick
houses with their gables and porches deco-
rated endlessly with the filigree of fret-saw
patterns in wood was to a western child a
phantasmogoria, where nothing
simple could be found.

It took years of modification of my over-
carnest sensibilities before I learned to ap-

plain or

preciate the honest substance of this urge
for ornament which had overcome eastern
Canada in the days of Sir John A. Mac-
donald. My great-grandparents, who were
the sons and daughters of pioneers, had suf-
fered much of the crude burden of the log
cabins and the early field-stone cottages. The
stump fences that still linger here and there
remain today the relics of their fortitude.
But in the days following Confederation,
when a little honey came to be mixed with
the bread of toil, they sought to put aside
enforced rusticity. Then larger farm houses
and more prosperous homes in the towns
came to be built and their occupants sought
grace in the easiest way to hand, which was
by having the local woodworking craftsmen
apply masses of fret-saw traceries as embel-
lishments to the exteriors of these struc-
tures; and even to the clematis-covered ar-
bours that led from back porches to carri-
age stables.

This craft of fretted ornament, as it de-
veloped, took many original forms. In the
end it became more typically Canadian,
than had any of the previous adaptations of
English neo-Gothic styles. This art, for such
it was at its highest, deserves to be photo-
graphed in detail and recorded in architec-
tural archives before these delicate fabrica-
tions of wood have all weathered away for-
ever. These took their most pleasing patterns
in such Ontario counties as Peel and Went-
worth and in the villages north and east of
Toronto, but their adaptations were wide-
spread. History in fact, as far as design goes,
usually began on the western prairies in each
town when the first well-to-do pioneer, gro-
cer or feed-stable proprietor, seeking to copy
eastern fashions, put a few intricate patches
of open-cut woodwork on his new turn-of-
the century porch. But the old fades quickly
on the high plains, and is seldom preserved.
For this so genuine aspect of Canadian or-
namentation, one must seek to photograph
not Indian Head or Medicine Hat but
Brampton and Dundas or perhaps some vil-
lage in the Maritimes. The west retains its
other and simpler memories.

Jacques Cartier first proclaimed French sovereignty for
the area now known as Quebec in 1534 when, on his
first voyage to the New World, he landed on the Gaspé
Peninsula. Later, on his second voyage, he sailed up
the St. Lawrence to Stadacona, now Quebec City, and
Hochelaga, present site of Montreal. The first settlers
at Stadacona, Louis Hébert and family, arrived in 1617.

After several decades of open hostility between the
British and French and their respective Indian allies, in
which the times, New
France was granted to Britain by the Treaty of Paris in
1763. In 1774, passage of the Quebec Act guaranteed
the religious and linguistic freedom of the colony. In
1791, and Upper Canada
governments until 1841, when the reuniting of Upper
and Lower Canada led to the eventual introduciion of
responsible government. In 1867, Canada East entered
Confederation as the Province of Quebec and in 1912

the provincial boundaries were extended northward to
Hudson Bay and Hudson Strait. Recent discoveries of
vast mineral deposits in Quebec have given the pro-
vince a new significance in the economic structure of
the country.

Thc aesthetic image of a country or a region is
strongly influenced by its topographical features. A
singular example is Quebec and the St. Lawrence River.

From the sunny day in 1534, when Jacques Cartier
sailed into the Gulf of St. Lawrence and landed on the

Gaspé Peninsula, to the opening of the great St. Law-
rence Seaway in 1959, this river has been a contributor
to the image of the province.

As people settled its shores, old traditions took root
and new ones developed. On its broad back flowed
customs and ideas from the Old World to the New and
back in turn, from the New World to the Old.

In recent years, railroads and airlines have added new
lines of communication, but the river is still supreme.
Its part in the shaping of history, economy, political phil-
osophy, folk-lore, literature and arts and crafts is
indelibly stamped on Quebec’s image.

In the 700-square-foot mural that flanks the main
stairway of B-A’s Town of Mount Royal Building,
there are a variety of symbols depicting the history and
physical characteristics of the mighty St. Lawrence.
Cormorant, gannets, Percé Rock, cod. rockwood and
snowflakes are all natural symbols of the arca. Of
historical significance is the stone cross at Gaspé,
crected to mark the landing of Cartier; the old gun
and the silhouettes of Quebec City, the Sailors” Church
of Lower Town and Fort Des Messieurs Tower in
Montreal and the blockhouse on St. Hélene Island.

Also appearing in the mural is the coat-of-arms with
the fleur-de-lis of France, the lion of England and the
maple leat of symbolizing the political
philosophy of this province. Similarly, the schooner, net,

log-jam, boat, anchor and mine-head are symbols of
trade and commerce. An ear of grain represents Louis
Hébert, first white man to till Canadian soil. The bake-
oven and rail-fence, used for division of the long,
narrow fields, so shaped to permit a river frontage for
each piece of land, speak of the agricultural develop-
ment typical of Quebec.

Crafts and folklore are represented by a steeplecock
and fireflies. According to tradition, Maisonneuve and
his 50 followers, after landing at Place Royal, built an
altar for the celebration of Mass. Having no oil for
their lamps and no candles, the women caught fire-

flies and put them in bottles. These flickering lanterns
provided illumination for the altar.

In 1685, Michel Sarrazin was appointed surgeon
major to the troops in New France. As a corresponding
member of the French Academy of Science he contri-
buted valuable data on Canadian flora and fauna. The
commonly known pitcher plant, Sarracenia Purpurea,
was named after him.

Hand crafts have flourished with particular success
in Quebec where a strong movement to revive and
encourage crafts as a cottage or home industry has been
operating for several decades.

The Quebec Handicraft Center, a provincial govern-
ment agency, is doing a tremendous job in encouraging
craftsmen and promoting the use of better designs. It
is actively engaged in sales and distribution, thus per-
mitting the craftsmen to concentrate on the production
and quality of his craft items.

The Canadian Handicrafts Guild, a non-profit
organization with its national head office in Montreal,
is engaged in similar activities. These organizations are
in great measure responsible for the fact that Quebec
crafts are sold in better gift shops across Canada.

Typical of the many expressions of appreciation for
B-A’s Canadiana program in Quebec, is this one from
John Steegman, director of Montreal's Museum of Fine
Arts: “The British American Oil Company is to be con-
gratulated on its patronage of the arts and handicrafts
of Canada. It sets a high example to major industrial
concerns to whom the artists and craftsmen of our
country look for encouragement. The pride that you

rightly take in such promotion is fully justified.”
