others

The seventy-one artists repre-
sent every province except
Prince Edward Island and in-
clude a number of Canadians
presently working abroad

The sale is by ballot. Ballots
can be placed in boxes beneath
each work during the exhibition
period. On the evening of the
sale the would-be purchaser or
his proxy must be on hand to
claim the work and pay for it.
In cases where there is more
than one ballot per box, the pur-
chaser is selected by draw. Bal-
lots may be entered for as many
works as desired but not more
than one per work. The first
work drawn in a buyer's name
must be purchased but subse-
quent winning ballots may be
declined. Purchase must be paid
for on the night of the sale.
